3. Pass TWO Reading Counts (R.C.) Tests on a ‘Just Right Now’ book. 

Students will learn how to take R.C. Tests at school. Most books from our school library and most of the books I read in class have R.C. Tests that go with them. Students can only access the R. C. Tests at school, so while they can read their book at home, they can only take their test at school. An 8/10 score is considered to be a passing score.
